Installation

®m There is a ventilation grill placed on back on of the unit in order to avoid overheating the TV. Please
make sure to keep any objects atlease 10 inches away from the grill.

® Do not expose the TV to direct sun light or other heat-source.
® Do not expose the TV to liquids.

® Do not put magnetized objects near TV unit.

Safety Precautions

® Do not put any objects into the ventilation grill; otherwise, it may cause fire, electric shock or other
malfunctions.

®m Do not place any liquids (including water) on or near TV.

m Damaged or exposed power cable may cause fire, electric shock or other malfunctions. Please
disconnect the power plug by pulling it out gently from the outlet.

Inserting Batteries Into The Remote Control:
